RENEWAL OF PMGSY ROAD WORKS DURING 2009-10 –Reg.

Sir,
The methodology of implementation of PMGSY programme on a firm foundation has come through a series of efforts right from planning to post construction maintenance of road works. To keep the roads at an adequate level of serviceability, there is a need for proper maintenance. As per maintenance norms, the road constructed under PH-I & Ph-II are now due for renewal. In this connection you are requested to select the road works from PH I & II for renewal and submit the same to HQ within a week time. The roads which have been taken up subsequently as Stg-II should not be proposed. The Ministry of Rural Development, Govt. of India, has set a target for 800 km of road length for renewal during 2009-10. In order to formulate the project proposal for the entire state the road list should be furnished to this end immediately. It may be worth mentioning here that renewal of roads also can be taken up for the CN roads connecting the PMGSY roads.

Given the scarcity of maintenance funds, the basic principle governing the application of maintenance funds is that these should be applied to those roads whose maintenance is in the greater public interest (Core Network Through Routes which generally have much more traffic) and which are manageable at relatively low cost i.e., which are presently in good condition. Routine Maintenance Priority List (RMPL) should be prepared at district level following the guidelines given in Chapter 14 of PMGSY operation manual.  The list should be finalized considering the priority of RMPL & furnished to this end at the earliest for formulating maintenance proposal.
